The City of Cleveland aims to maximize available funding to implement housing and community development activities in four Priority Need
categories identified in its Five-Year Consolidated Plan (2021-2025). Program Year (PY) 2023-2024 marks the third year in the City’s five-year
planning period. In program year 2023, the City prioritized the following Consolidated Plan initiatives:

Cleveland 2030: A Housing Equity Plan-- High Priority
Economic Opportunity -- High Priority

Ending Poverty and Racial Disparities -- High Priority
Neighborhood Improvements -- High Priority

Accomplishments are recorded based on quarterly performance reports submitted by funded City programs and partner agencies. This data is
aggregated at the end of the program year, and cumulated over the five-year planning period, to determine how well the City met its annual and
five-year goals in each of its Priority Need categories.

In PY 2023-2024, the City continued to make incremental progress is addressing the four Priority Need categories.

The City met federal grant program requirements in each of its formula grant funds: Community Development Block Grant (CDBG); HOME
Investment Partnerships (HOME); and Emergency Solutions Grant (ESG). In its CDBG Program, the City expended 98.60% of total qualified
expenditures to benefit low- and moderate-income persons, in the first year of the three-year certification period; held planning and
administration expenditures to 18.15% of the annual grant plus program income amount; and expended only 15.67% of the sum of the grant
plus last fiscal year’s program income for public service activities. The City HOME Program met its Match Liability with 25% of the requirement
with developer contributions to funded projects and the remaining 75% met through other non-federal dollars. Similarly, the City ESG Program
achieved a dollar-for-dollar match from partners funding through the program year, and adhered to the 7.5% administrative cap on costs for the
grant.

The City is in preliminary discussions with the Cuyahoga/Cleveland Port Authority to leverage
their financing powers towards larger sale affordable housing projects over S10M. The details have yet
to be worked out, but bother the City and the Port are interested in a closer partnership.

PATH, RHY, ESG, and locally funded Outreach teams enter client data into the HMIS. All required and
standardized data is collected and entered into HMIS for clients. Annual reports for each of the FY 2023
funded projects document outreach and engagement services to unduplicated individuals. The CoC's
System Performance report, submitted to and reviewed by HUS, provides data on the percentage of
clients who successfully exited to Permanent Housing who entered shelter from the street or a place not
fit for human habitation. In addition, the CoC’s System Performance report provides data on exits to
Permanent Housing for unsheltered persons. The following organizations have dedicated street
outreach teams:

The Northeast Ohio Coalition for the Homeless also offers walk-in housing clinics for people
experiencing homelessness at locations across the city several times a week. NEOCH also coordinates
outreach by convening monthly meetings to trach the locations of and outreach efforts to unsheltered
persons. The CoC recently rolled out a new HMIS Street Outreach module created by Bit Focus. The
module allows for the mapping of encampments across the city, the placement of individual unsheltered
persons within mapped camps, and the better coordination of outreach to encampments. The module
links encampments directly to clients’ HMIS profiles, and enables better coordination between outreach
teams.

The City of Cleveland is working with partners to implement a direct to housing model for unsheltered
persons in the city. The program, called A Home for Every Neighbor (H4EN), has a goal to house 150
unsheltered individuals over 18 months. The City has implemented a pilot of the model which will utilize
the new outreach module to coordinate outreach to unsheltered persons, and provide housing
assistance and case management for individuals for 12 months after they are housed.

CAPER 18
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Addressing the emergency shelter and transitional housing needs of homeless persons

Cuyahoga County Continuum of Care (CoC) implements a Coordinated Entry and Assessment system to
ensure the needs of persons seeking emergency shelter assistance are met. The CoC is currently
redesigning the Coordinated Entry system to allow for new points of access including through
assessment by outreach workers. Cuyahoga County provides shelter on demand for single adults and
families. There are two publicly funded shelters for single adults: one for men (2100 owned and
operated by Lutheran Metropolitan Ministries) and one for women (Norma Herr, owned by EDEN, and
operated by YWCA). These operate on a 24/7 basis to provide an accessible, safe place for vulnerable
men and women. The CoC supports a “low barrier” model to shelter access which means that no one is
turned away for being under the influence of legal or illegal substances, or because of noncompliant
mental health behaviors. Illegal or violent activities are the only reasons for discharge. Furthermore,
Cuyahoga County is a right to shelter community. All persons accessing shelter are entered into the
Homeless Management Information System (HMIS).

The Continuum of Care is implementing a Strategic Plan which calls for the development of non-
congregate and semi-congregate shelter to promote a safe an appropriate environment for people
experiencing homelessness. Lutheran Metropolitan Ministries recently completed an expansion to the
2100 men’s shelter, adding 114 beds and eliminating the need for off-site overflow locations. The
expansion and renovation of the women’s shelter by EDEN is underway.

Families are provided emergency shelter assistance through Coordinated Intake. Family shelter space is
limited to about 110 persons and is typically full. The CoC has implemented several interventions to
meet the needs of families. First, families are screened and diverted if there are safe alternatives to
shelter. Families who are literally homeless are referred to shelter. If there are no spaces available, they
are placed in an overflow family shelter or given hotel vouchers.

A network of seasonal shelters (about 100 beds), managed by the Northeast Ohio Coalition for the
Homeless, were funded by the City of Cleveland the winter of 2023-2024 to provide additional shelter
options for unsheltered persons in the cold weather.

Funding to support emergency shelter resources is provided by the City’s and Cuyahoga County’s
Emergency Solutions Grant Program, the City of Cleveland’s Community Development Block Grant
Program, and CARES Act allocations, HOME ARP, Cuyahoga County Health and Human Services Levy
dollars, FEMA, United Way, and private foundations.

Helping low-income individuals and families avoid becoming homeless, especially extremely
low-income individuals and families and those who are: likely to become homeless after
being discharged from publicly funded institutions and systems of care (such as health care
facilities, mental health facilities, foster care and other youth facilities, and corrections
programs and institutions); and, receiving assistance from public or private agencies that
address housing, health, social services, employment, education, or youth needs

CAPER 19
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Youth: Cuyahoga County was selected by HUD to participate in the Youth Homelessness Demonstration
Program (YHDP) in October 2022. The county received $3.9 million and technical assistance to develop a
community plan for youth homelessness, REACHING for New Heights, received HUD approval in June
2023. The plan details the community’s strategy to prevent and end youth and young adult (YYA)
homelessness in Cuyahoga County by 2026. Newly funded programs began in January 2024 and include
a youth housing navigation program and a TH-RRH project. A PSH building for Young Adults is coming
online in the Fall 2024 and will provide housing for 12 young families and 38 single young adults.

Foster Care: Cleveland has also partnered with a CoC and YWCA led initiative to End Youth
Homelessness. The Cuyahoga County Department of Children and Family Services (CCDCFS) committed
to assuring that emancipated youth are linked with stable housing. To implement this goal, CCDCFS has
implemented a new housing stability planning process in 2022, included youth and youth supports in the
emancipation discussion, added follow up to the discharge protocol, and linked youth with public
housing placements if most appropriate. The goal of these resources is to prevent emancipating Foster
Youth from becoming homeless.

Health Care and Mental Health: The CoC works closely with the Alcohol. Drug Addiction and Mental
Health Services Board (ADAMHS) of Cuyahoga County to increase homeless persons’ access to
behavioral services in the community and sustain housing. The ADAMHS board provides funding to the
shelter system, and the Housing First Initiative, the CoC dedicated strategy to end chronic homelessness,
to meet the needs of chronically homeless persons.

Corrections Programs: Cleveland/Cuyahoga County was selected by the Council of State Governments as
one of four counties in Ohio to participate in a Sequenti8al Intercept Mapping Project, the objective of
which is to reduce the number of homeless, mentally ill persons caught up in the criminal justice system
and improve the wellbeing and housing outcomes for this population. The community developed the
Returning Home Cuyahoga program, a housing program modeled after Ohio Department of
Rehabilitation and Correction (ODRC) Returning Home Ohio. Returning Home Cuyahoga serves those
referred through the Cuyahoga County Mental Health Court with diversion and housing re-entry
services. A prioritization tool was developed to identify program participants based on the highest acuity
of need, as defined by jail cycling and court admissions, frequent hospitalizations and crisis episodes,
and a history of frequent or long-term homeless shelter admissions.

The Returning Home Cuyahoga housing re-entry program serves 15 participants a year and partners
with housing and frontline healthcare providers. The program provides scattered site housing and wrap
around mental health services. Finally, the Cuyahoga County Office of Reentry within the Department of
Health and Human Services, in partnership with the Cuyahoga County Justice Housing Steering
Committee, Enterprise, and CSH developed the Eight-Point Plan for Housing Justice in Cuyahoga County
which identifies strategies and goals for addressing barriers individuals exiting incarceration face.

Helping homeless persons (especially chronically homeless individuals and families, families
with children, veterans and their families, and unaccompanied youth) make the transition to
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permanent housing and independent living, including shortening the period of time that
individuals and families experience homelessness, facilitating access for homeless individuals
and families to affordable housing units, and preventing individuals and families who were
recently homeless from becoming homeless again

The CoC is committed to the United States Interagency Council (USICH) goals to make homelessness
Rare, Brief, and Non-recurring. The CoC is aligned with the Housing First and Low Barrier approach to
targeting resources to the highest need persons, rapidly resolving homeless episodes, and reducing
returns to homelessness. The CoC is committed to implementing a systems approach to achieving these
outcomes that includes identifying homeless youth, veterans, chronic homeless persons and families;
assessing for diversion if appropriate; providing immediate shelter if needed; resolving the episode of
homelessness as quickly as possible; and assuring housing stability. This is accomplished through a
system wide Coordinated Entry (CE) System that provides a single site point of entry access to CoC
temporary and permanent housing resources and services. All referrals are made by CE through the
HMIS system. The CoC manages By Name Lists for homeless Youth, Veterans, Families, and Chronically
Homeless Persons. From 2022 to 2023 the average length of time homeless for all persons decreased
slightly from 144 days to 134 days. Furthermore, from 2022 to 2023 the percentage of households
exiting the homeless system to permanent destinations increased from 23% to 27%.

The CoC follows HUD Notice CPD-16-11 “Prioritizing Persons Experiencing Chronic Homelessness and
Other Vulnerable Homeless Persons in Permanent Supportive Housing”. The Notice places the highest
priority for PSH for the longest term, most vulnerable, homeless persons, living on the street or in
shelter. Non- Chronic PSH subsidies are targeted to highest need, non-chronic individuals, Youth, or
families. The objective is to match the right resource with the greatest need.

The CoC has implemented a Rapid Re-Housing (RRH) program targeted to literally homeless families,
Youth, Domestic Violence survivors, and Single Adults. RRH for families and youth follows a low barrier,
housing first, Progressive Engagement Model. There are no barriers to access RRH for singles, families,
and youth. In 2021, the subsidy approach for Single Adults, Families, and Youth was revised to reflect
the many challenges encountered by very low-income people and people of color in accessing
sustainable income. The initial months of subsidy were adjusted to 12 months with assistance
extensions and/or necessary referral for a PSH subsidy. The CoCs OHS Advisory Board approved the
continuation of the 12 month subsidy for all persons enrolled in the Rapid Re-Housing program in 2023.

The City of Cleveland’s Home for Every Neighbor Program aims to house 150 unsheltered individuals
within 30 days of initial engagement with a 12 month rental subsidy using a combination of City of
Cleveland General Fund dollars and Emergency Rental Assistance funds.

Though the number of lead poisoned children continues to decline, Cleveland has the highest number of
lead-poisoned children throughout the state.

In partnership with Cleveland’s Department of Building and Housing and its implementation of the “Lead
Safe Certificate” for landlords; Cleveland’s Department of Public Health’s ongoing lead hazard control
investigations; plus the ongoing impact of the use of the Department of Community Development lead
hazard control grants.

Most importantly, HUD has funded the City of Cleveland with a 2020 Lead Hazard Reduction Targeted
Area Grant for $9.1 million, with an additional $600,000 Healthy Homes Supplement for a total award of
$9.7 million to address lead hazards in the Glenville neighborhood.

HUD also funded the City of Cleveland with a 2022 Lead Hazard Demonstration Grant for $5.0 million,
with an additional $700,000 Healthy Homes Supplement for a total award of $5.7 million.

Through these grants, the Lead Hazard Control Program will continue to undertake its comprehensive
collaborative approach with various organizations, both in the public and private sector. The Healthy
Homes Supplemental Funding provided, will help to address ancillary health and safety issues in units
that receive assistance from the lead grants.

Workforce Development- Ohio Means Jobs (formerly known as the Employment Connection), is a
collaborative effort of the City of Cleveland and Cuyahoga County Department of Workforce
Development offers skill-building training programs, job placement and resources.

- In June 2024, the City of Cleveland in partnership with Comcast Corporation and the U.S. Conference of
Mayor’s launched Talent for Tomorrow: Digital Equity Challenge, as a joint initiative to close the digital
skills gap and advance economic mobility in under-resourced communities.

Economic Development Assistance- Expanding economic activities was the $90 million Economic
Development Initiative in Cleveland's Empowerment Zone. With the phasing out of that program, the
emphasis is now on business and job development within low-moderate and distressed neighborhoods.
Fannie M. Lewis Cleveland Resident Employment Law- In addition to programs offered through the
Department of Economic Development, the City of Cleveland is working to expand economic
opportunities for residents through the Fannie M. Lewis Resident Employment Law, which requires that
for any construction activity receiving $100,000 or more in assistance under a City of Cleveland contract,
20% of the construction work hours should be performed by City of Cleveland residents and 4% of the
work hours should be carried out by low-income persons.

In 2022, the City enacted Chapter 190A of its codified ordinances, which now requires the use of
project-specific Community Benefits Agreements (CBAs) on development projects receiving more than
$250,000 of City Financial Assistance. These community benefits include: Minority-owned Business
Enterprise, Female-owned Business Enterprise and Cleveland-Area Small Business subcontracting goals;
mentor-protégé programming; apprentice and internship opportunities.

Actions taken to develop institutional structure. 91.220(k); 91.320(j)

Cleveland has a well-developed institutional structure for community development activities. With that
said, there is always the opportunity for improvement and new partnerships to leverage and effectively
utilize scarce resources. Two internal efforts initiated in 2017 include a review of all databases that
manage grants throughout the Department and an action plan for their improvement. The second is a
comprehensive review and redrafting of existing policies and guidelines to create consistent processes
and workflows; that will help ensure compliance requirements for utilizing federal resources to benefit
Cleveland and its residents.

External efforts include not only strong working relationships with other government entities (County,
State and Public Housing Authority), but also one of the nation’s most experienced networks of non-
profit community development corporations (CDCs). Other key partners in the local institutional
structure include financial institutions, special needs housing providers and public service organizations.

The Cleveland/Cuyahoga County Office of Homeless Services has been the primary vehicle for many
years for assuring the development of a coordinated Continuum of Care for the entire community. In
this role, it has primary responsibility for overseeing the planning and implementation of the extensive
activities being carried out with the Homeless Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program (HPRP) funds
that have been allocated to various local jurisdictions, including the City of Cleveland.
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The most significant recent addition to the local institutional structure has been the Cuyahoga County
Land Reutilization Corporation, informally known as the Cuyahoga County Land Bank. It was established
in 2009 to address the thousands of vacant and abandoned properties that resulted from the
foreclosure crisis of the past few years.

The City has not implemented any formal changes to program objectives but is putting greater emphasis
on ensuring all activities support Cleveland’s 10-Year Housing Plan.

The City revised part of its funding allocation process as it pertains to Community Development
Corporations. The primary objective of the CDC Activity Grant Program is to create and maintain
affordable housing opportunities and commercial services in low to moderate-income areas. This
change supports a heightened focus on activities that meet the affordable housing and commercial
services priorities.

The City continues to use an online platform through which agencies submit monthly Disbursement
Requests and Accomplishments. These are compared against proposed accomplishments.

In 2021, the Department initiated the process of merging several database systems to achieve
comprehensive project tracking and oversight, with improved efficiency and communication throughout
the department. Additional functionality was incorporated in 2022 and will continue to be added in
subsequent program years.

The City of Cleveland helps to develop, and supports, the ESG Performance Standards administered by the Office of Homeless Services (OHS)
and approved by the Office of Homeless Services Advisory Board. The OHS has been designated by the OHS Advisory Board as the lead
Homeless Management Information System agency. The CoC has selected “ServicePoint,"9 a software solution, to support the Homeless
Management Information System (HMIS). The OHS provides ServicePoint licenses, training, and support to all homeless service providers in the
CoC. ESG/HUD sub-recipients are required by the HEARTH Act to participate in HMIS. Non-publicly funded providers are encouraged by the OHS
to participate in HMIS. Participants are required to enter the 16 prescribed data element points into HMIS consistently, accurately, and in a timely
manner. The Domestic Violence shelter participates in an HMIS comparable data system unique to domestic violence shelter providers. The
aggregated data related to numbers served, demographics of the population, and program services and outcomes are provided to the HMIS
Administrator to add to the CoC aggregated numbers.

The following standards are aligned with the HEARTH Act'’s objectives to reduce and end homelessness. The OHS Systems Administrator will
provide reports monitoring outcome data on the following outcome measures:

1.) Diversion: A minimum of 20% of newly homeless households seeking shelter will be successfully diverted to a safe alternative to shelter
placement;

2.) Length of Stay: Implementing rapid exit strategies will shorten the Average Length of Stay (ALOS) by 10%. The ALOS benchmark will be the
actual ALOS of the previous year.

3.) Returns to shelter: Using the percentage return rate from two years previous as the benchmark, the CoC will target reducing returns to shelter
by 5% per year.

An ESG Steering Committee established by the OHS Advisory Board tracks performance outcome information on a quarterly basis and presents a
report to the OHS Advisory Board annually.

2.) Length of Stay: For all Emergency Shelter and Safe Havens in the CoC, average length of stay decreased from 132 to 111 days, a change of -
16%.

For all
shelter projects in the COC (SO, ES, TH, SH, and PH), returns to homelessness decreased from 26% to 20%, a —6% change.

1.) Diversion: 13% of all newly homeless households seeking shelter in the CoC were diverted (447 out of 3502 households). Notably, 47% (370
out of 792) families were diverted from shelter.

Adjustment for Duplication: Enables the calculation of unduplicated output totals by accounting for the total
number of households or units that received more than one type of HOPWA assistance in a given service
category such as HOPWA Subsidy Assistance or Supportive Services.

Administrative Costs: Costs for general management, oversight, coordination, evaluation, and reporting. By
statute, grantee administrative costs are limited to 3% of the total grant award, to be expended over the life of
the grant. Project sponsor administrative costs are limited to 7% of the portion of the grant amount they




Anti-Retroviral Therapy: The combination of drugs used to treat HIV.

Area Median Income: The Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) sets income limits that
determine eligibility for assisted housing programs including the HOPWA program.

Beneficiary(ies): All members of a household (with or without HIV) who benefitted from HOPWA assistance
during the operating year, NOT including the HOPWA eligible individual (see definition).

Chronically Homeless Person: An individual or family who is homeless and lives or resides as an individual or
family who a) lives or resides in a place not meant for human habitation, a safe haven, or in an emergency
shelter; b) has been homeless and living or residing in a place not meant for human habitation, a safe haven, or
in an emergency shelter continuously for at least one year or on at least four separate occasions in the last
three years; and c) has an adult head of household (or a minor head of household if no adult is present in the
household) with a diagnosable substance use disorder, serious mental illness, developmental disability (as
defined in section 102 of the Developmental Disabilities Assistance and Bill of Rights Act of 2000 (42 U.S.C.
15002), post-traumatic stress disorder, cognitive impairments resulting from a brain injury, or chronic physical
illness or disability, including the co-occurrence of two or more of those conditions. Additionally, the statutory
definition includes as chronically homeless a person who currently lives or resides in an institutional care facility,
including a jail, substance abuse or mental health treatment facility, hospital or other similar facility, and has
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Disabling Condition: Evidencing a diagnosable substance use disorder, serious mental illness, developmental
disability, chronic physical illness, or disability, including the co-occurrence of two or more of these conditions.
In addition, a disabling condition may limit an individual’s ability to work or perform one or more activities of
daily living. An HIV/AIDS diagnosis is considered a disabling condition.

Facility-Based Housing Assistance: All eligible HOPWA Housing expenditures for or associated with supporting
facilities including community residences, SRO dwellings, short-term facilities, project-based rental units, master
leased units, and other housing facilities approved by HUD.

Faith-Based Organization: Religious organizations of three types: (1) congregations; (2) national networks,
which include national denominations, their social service arms (for example, Catholic Charities, Lutheran Social
Services), and networks of related organizations (such as YMCA and YWCA); and (3) freestanding religious
organizations, which are incorporated separately from congregations and national networks.

Grassroots Organization: An organization headquartered in the local community where it provides services; has
a social services budget of $300,000 or less annually, and six or fewer full-time equivalent employees. Local
affiliates of national organizations are not considered “grassroots.”

HOPWA Eligible Individual: The one (1) low-income person with HIV/AIDS who qualifies a household for
HOPWA assistance. This person may be considered “Head of Household.” When the Performance Report asks
for information on eligible individuals, report on this individual person only. Where there is more than one
person with HIV/AIDS in the household, the additional PWH/A(s), would be considered a beneficiary(s).

HOPWA Housing Information Services: Services dedicated to helping persons living with HIV/AIDS and their
families to identify, locate, and acquire housing. This may also include fair housing counseling for eligible
persons who may encounter discrimination based on race, color, religion, sex, age, national origin, familial

HOPWA Housing Subsidy Assistance Total: The unduplicated number of households receiving housing subsidies
(TBRA, STRMU, Permanent Housing Placement services and Master Leasing) and/or residing in units of facilities
dedicated to persons living with HIV/AIDS and their families and supported with HOPWA funds during the

Household: A single individual or a family composed of two or more persons for which household incomes are
used to determine eligibility and for calculation of the resident rent payment. The term is used for collecting
data on changes in income, changes in access to services, receipt of housing information services, and outcomes
on achieving housing stability. Live-In Aides (see definition for Live-In Aide) and non-beneficiaries (e.g., a shared
housing arrangement with a roommate) who resided in the unit are not reported in the Performance Report.




Housing Stability: The degree to which the HOPWA project assisted beneficiaries to remain in stable housing
during the operating year.

Improved HIV Viral Load: A reduction in the load or volume of HIV present in the HOPWA eligible individual's
blood at the end of the reporting period compared to the beginning of the reporting period. Most PLWHA who
are engaged in medical care have routine laboratory tests. The HOPWA eligible individual's latest laboratory

In-kind Leveraged Resources: These are additional types of support provided to assist HOPWA beneficiaries
such as volunteer services, materials, use of equipment and building space. The actual value of the support can
be the contribution of professional services, based on customary rates for this specialized support, or actual
costs contributed from other leveraged resources.

Operating Costs: Applies to facility-based housing only, for facilities that are currently open. Operating costs can
include day-to-day housing function and operation costs like utilities, maintenance, equipment, insurance,

Permanent Housing Placement: A supportive housing service that helps establish the household in the housing
unit, including but not limited to reasonable costs for security deposits not to exceed two months of rent costs.

Project-Based Rental Assistance (PBRA): A rental subsidy program that is tied to specific facilities or units
owned or controlled by a project sponsor.

Project Sponsor Organizations: Per HOPWA regulations at 24 CFR 574.3, any nonprofit organization or
governmental housing agency that receives funds under a contract with the grantee to provide eligible housing
and other support services or administrative services as defined in 24 CFR 574.300. Project Sponsor
organizations are required to provide performance data on households served and funds expended.

Stewardship Units: Units developed with HOPWA, where HOPWA funds were used for acquisition, new
construction and rehabilitation that no longer receive operating subsidies from HOPWA. Report information for
the units is subject to the three-year use agreement if rehabilitation is non-substantial and to the ten-year use

Tenant-Based Rental Assistance (TBRA): TBRA is a rental subsidy program similar to the Housing Choice
Voucher program that grantees can provide to help low-income households access affordable housing. The
TBRA voucher is not tied to a specific unit, so tenants may move to a different unit without losing their
assistance, subject to individual program rules. The subsidy amount is determined in part based on household

Transgender: Transgender is defined as a person who identifies with, or presents as, a gender that is different
from his/her gender assigned at birth

VAWA Internal Emergency Transfers: Per 24 CFR 5.2005e, an emergency transfer under the VAWA protections
refers to an emergency relocation of a tenant to another unit where the tenant would not be categorized as a
new applicant; that is, the tenant may reside in the new unit without having to undergo an application process.
