Bedrock and Rock Entertainment Group will bring an outdoor amphitheater to
downtown Cleveland as part of its transformational development on The
Riverfront. The 6,200-seat entertainment venue will be operated under an
agreement with Live Nation, which has a long history of promoting live
entertainment in Cleveland, to host concerts, festivals and other events.
Welcoming nearly 192,000 expected patrons each year, approximately 40% of
tickets would be sold to visiting fans. Adjacent to the Cleveland Cavaliers’

Buckeye Road Streetscape public art component called for four “entry features”
along the Buckeye Corridor between Woodhill and S. Moreland.

Pittsburgh-based artist, James Simon, was contracted for four sculptures at
intersections of Woodhill (1), MLK Blvd (2) and S. Moreland (1) — all of which are 8’
in height, and double-sided (one side of each one with glazed ceramic relief)

The sculptures and locations (“Four Corners Mosaic Sculptures”) were approved
by the Public Art Committee and Planning Commission in the Fall of 2024. 3 of the
4 foundations were recently poured, and are ready for installation.

When preparing those foundations, unmarked gas lines were discovered at the
original location of the 4th site (NW corner of Buckeye and S. Moreland).

Due to protection of the custom metal fittings in the already poured foundations,
the desire to deliver on what was promised to the community, and the artist’s and
contractor’s schedules, it is necessary to install all four sculptures at the same
time, anticipated in June/July.
