Three Land Bank owned parcels assembled originally through the Re-Imagining Cleveland initiative   

enabled Mansfield and Brenda Frazier to create a 3/4 acre vineyard containing 300 vines of Traminette 

and Frontenac grapes.  Another focus of their project is to provide education & training in the areas of 

horticultural practices and entrepreneurship to participants in a local prison reentry program.  

Commercial Expansion: OTC 

Founded in 1969, Ohio Technical College has grown from a small diesel mechanics program to a nationally 

recognized college that offers courses in trending industries such as High Performance Racing and Alternative 

Fuel Technologies.  The City of Cleveland has supported its need to expand over the years through land sales 

for facility expansion, parking, and neighborhood green space.
